The Second Coming of Jesus Christ

I. Introduction

A. How Many Comings of Jesus are there? 

1. Coming into His World, Bethlehem – Mic. 5:2
2. Coming to Egypt, Nazareth – Mat. 2:15, 23
3. Coming to teach the Jews – John 1:11
4. Coming into Jerusalem – Zech 9:9
5. Coming into His Kingdom – Mat. 10:23; Mat. 16:28 – Luke 19:12
a. Many expected this to be earthly – Acts 1:6

b. Dan. 7:13-14 (This is the only O.T.) usage about Son of Man.
6. Coming to Galilee – Mt. 26:32
7. All of these are part of His First Coming unto Man in Reference to Our Sin.

B. There is only one Second Coming

1. Coming to Earth for the Resurrection and Judgement

a. Rom 2:14-16 - For when the Gentiles, which have not the law, do by nature the things contained in the law, these, having not the law, are a law unto themselves: Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while accusing or else excusing one another;) In the day when God shall judge the secrets of men by Jesus Christ according to my gospel. 
· There is a day Christ is going to Judge man – All men.

b. 2 Tim. 4:1 - I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom; - Alive & dead.
c. Dan. 12:1-2 -And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince which standeth for the children of thy people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation even to that same time: and at that time thy people shall be delivered, every one that shall be found written in the book. And many of them that sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, some to everlasting life, and some to shame and everlasting contempt.
d. Jn. 6:40 - And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.
e. Heb 9:27-28 - And inasmuch as it is appointed unto men once to die, and after this cometh judgment; so Christ also, having been once offered to bear the sins of many, shall appear a second time, apart from sin, to them that wait for him, unto salvation.
· His Second Appearing will be for salvation unto Christians.

· This is what differentiates it from His First coming unto man.

II. When is or was the Second Coming of Jesus?

A. Did Jesus Come the Second Time in 70 AD?

1. Aim to demonstrate that the second coming of Christ in 70 AD is a false belief.
2. Aim to demonstrate that the second coming is a future coming.
3. Aim to demonstrate that the second coming is a final coming.
4. Aim to clarify meaning of various misunderstood passages.

B. Man Knows not the Hour

1. Mt. 24:42-44 – Alone on Mt. Olives with Peter, Andrew, James, John.
2. Mat 25:13 - Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of man cometh. – (10 virgins)
3. Luke 12:39-40 But know this, that if the master of the house had known in what hour the thief was coming, he would have watched, and not have left his house to be broken through.  Be ye also ready: for in an hour that ye think not the Son of man cometh.  

a. Different time frame and location and to crowds of people this time.
4. I Thess. 5:1-10 – Acknowledgement you may be dead when He comes.  Mixed Audience!
5. Rev 16:15 - (Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame.) – Garments – deeds
Christ’s Second Coming Will Occur in a Specific Way
1. A Return in the Clouds

2. Acts 1:9-11
a. It is my belief that there is not a single passage speaking of the son of man coming in the clouds which is a reference to 70 AD.
3. Mat. 26:64 – Audience is Sanhedrin – Phrase: “I say unto you”

a. UMIN = YOU = 5213 (irregular dative case of humeis)

b. This is the same phrased used in Luke 12:4; Gal. 1:3 – It is used to reference a group.
c. If this is to a 70 AD reference, then all the sandhedrin must still be alive in 70AD.
d. Caiaphas’ tomb has been found and it is believed he died in the 40’s AD.
A. There will be a falling away before the Second Coming of Christ

1. 2Th 2:1-3  Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him, That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand. Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;
1. A Falling away in which wickedness once again fills the earth.

2. This was no the time before 70 AD.  That was a time of massive Church growth in the World.
3. Are we closer to it?  Of course, but also see the direct rejection of Christ in the World.
a. NOTE:  This message is of Christ coming and a resurrection is being given to a mixed audience of folks far from Jerusalem.
1. If resurrection were a spiritual resurrection of the church, clarification could have been made.
B. Christ will Raise all the Dead

1. Joh 5:26-5:29 -  For as the Father hath life in himself; so hath he given to the Son to have life in himself; And hath given him authority to execute judgment also, because he is the Son of man. Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice, And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.

2. Max King - Preterists – Church Raised from Grave of Judaism

a. Those in the Graves are plural – The graves are also plural

· Language does not have room for a singular church being resurrected.

b. Was the Church dead???  Did it need to be resurrected?
c. How many Churches are there? - From the language in this text there is a good and evil church.

a. Jn. 6:40 - And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.
b. Preterists will say 70 AD was the last day.  The fact is Judaism is alive today as it has been for quite some time.

C. All Eyes will see the Second Coming of Christ

1. Mat 24:30 - and then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming on the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.
a. First New Testament reference to Christ coming in the clouds.
2. Rev. 1:7 - Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him, and they also which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of him. Even so, Amen.
a. In both of these prophecies, all people of the earth shall see Jesus.  

b. If these are location specific prophecies, ie. Jerusalem in 70 AD, why would people in the Americas at this time mourn?  Over Jerusalem?
c. Exactly when did they hear about the Jerusalem destruction?  Why did they care?

d. They were mourning because of the realization of the coming judgement on themselves.

3. I Thess. 4:14-18
a. Gentiles and Jews Given Resurrection Message

· Told to comfort one another with it.

· These are folks outside of Jerusalem!

b. This occurrence is going to be pretty visible!

2. The World Shall Come to an End

a. Rev. 20:11 - And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.
b. This is a description of judgement.  Why is there no place for earth and heaven? They had been destroyed.  (phsyical heavens)

c. Was this a question that needed to be asked in 70 AD?  No.

3. 2Pe 3:10-12 - But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up. Seeing then that all these things shall be dissolved, what manner of persons ought ye to be in all holy conversation and godliness, Looking for and hasting unto the coming of the day of God, wherein the heavens being on fire shall be dissolved, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat?
a. What kind of person ought we be?

b. Col. 3:1-2 - If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God. Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth.
· Mat 6:19-20 - Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal:  But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor steal:
· None of our physical luxuries will continue to exist.  None of our hobbies, collections, keepsakes, or valuables.  NOTHING!

Christ Shall Judge the World

1. Jud 1:14 - And to these also Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied, saying, Behold, the Lord came with ten thousands of his holy ones, to execute judgment upon all, and to convict all the ungodly of all their works of ungodliness which they have ungodly wrought, and of all the hard things which ungodly sinners have spoken against him. – Come with saints
2. 2 Thess. 1:4-10  - Come with Angels.
3. Mt. 16:27 - For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then shall he render unto every man according to his deeds. – Every Man!
4. Mt. 11:20-24 – How were sodom and Gomorrah going to be judged in 70 AD?
5. Mat 13:49-50 - So shall it be at the end of the world: the angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked from among the just, And shall cast them into the furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth.
6. Rom 14:11-12 - For it is written, As I live, saith the Lord, to me every knee shall bow, And every tongue shall confess to God. So then each one of us shall give account of himself to God.

1. Christ is coming again!

2. Many reasons have been given as to why 70 AD was not the second Coming.

a. We have seen the coming is characterized by:

c. A falling away from the Gospel

d. Christ Raising the Dead

e. All Eyes seeing Christ
