CONQUERING FOR CHRIST

I. Rom. 8:35, 37 -  “Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or anguish, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? Even as it is written, For thy sake we are killed all the day long; We were accounted as sheep for the slaughter. Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us.”
II. Joseph was a conqueror over sin (Potiphar's wife). Stephen Acts 7 ff, 54-60 and Paul were conquerors. We, too, can be conquerors for Him.

A. Conquerors by being transformed.

III. "And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed" - Rom. 12:2. 

B. Greatest day in one's life is when he realizes his possibilities.

1. There are possibilities in everyone; we just need to be stirred or awakened to the fact.

2. Something must happen to us if we are going to be what God wants us to be. We must be trans-formed.

A. Conquerors by absolute surrender.

IV. "Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind" - Matt. 22:37.

1. To surrender means we must deny ourselves and follow Jesus. "Then Jesus said, ... If any man will come after me, let him deny himself. ..."

2. To surrender means to pay the cost of a Chris-tian life.

a. Daniel—the trip to the lions' den. 

b. Moses—riches of Egypt. 

c. Stephen—life itself. 

V. John the Baptist—his head. – Herod.
d. Salvation cost Jesus' life that we might live.

VI. Conquerors by answering His call.

Ex. US National Archives - Military Service in the United States Army During World War I, 1917-1919 
A. "Follow me, and I will make you fishers of men" Matt. 4:19. 
B. "Ye are the salt of the earth. ... Ye are the light of the world. . . . Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven" Matt. 5:13-16.
C. You can conquer Satan and inherit eternal life by answering Christ’s call.

D. He is calling you now – some to the mission fields, some to be teachers, Christian laymen, etc.
