II. Exodus 19

A. Vs. 1-2 – The Timing of the Travels of Israel
1. Did they come to Rephidim before or after the wilderness of Sinai?
a. Yes – Num. 33:11-15 – They came from and went back to.
2. Dating:  50 Days parallel to Pentacost?
a. The Children Left Israel on the Day of Pentecost – 1st Month 15th Day.

b. They re-entered the Wilderness of Sin on – 3rd Month 1st Day.

· “the very day referring to the start of the 3rd Month.

c. We have discussed before the months being approx. 30 days.

· Thus, from the time of leaving Egypt til now is approx. 45 days.

d. What we are going to see next is approx. 5 days until a new covenant is given.

· That would make 50 days. 

· This would mean that twice in the Bible following a deliverance by God:
· That a new covenant is given:  The Law of Moses and the Law of Christ.
e. Though Jewish Tradition says the law was given 50 days after Passover… We are not certain.
B. Vs. 3-6 - God’s Conditional Promises
1. “I bore you on eagles wings”

a. What does this mean?  It has reference to how young eaglets learn to fly.
· Whether on the back of an eagle or pushed out, eaglets at about 10-12 weeks, leave the nest.
· As the eaglets fall through the air, the mother eagle will catch them on her back.
· She then lifts them higher into the air, then dives sharply leaving them to fall and try flying
· This repeats until eagles fly or die.
b. Point: God has with love and care brought them to the mountain of God.
· Here, they will be told what they need to have life, to fly or die.
2. “If” – This means Choice
a. God does not force man into any action at all.
· He does lovingly tell them the end result of their decisions.
· Man cannot pursue a direction which God has said leads to destruction and expect a change.
· God will not change the end result.
· God is not a liar.
b. God’s grace, love, and justice is known right from the beginning.
3. Remember Ex. 15:26 – “If you give earnest heed… do… give ear… keep…”
a. Not the holy spirit is going to direct you.

b. Not do what you feel is best to serve me

c. Not follow your heart to be a good person.
4. Ex. 19:5-6 – “Obey and Keep”
a. “my own possession”

· I Tim. 2:11-14  - per-ee-oo'-see-os – Something special which is one’s own.
· I Pet. 2:9 - per-ee-poy'-ay-sis - Something preserved or Possessed as their own.
b. “Peculiar People” – Not saying we are strange, but that we are a possessed People.
c. “All the earth is mine” – All of mankind are His.
d. “Kingdom” – God Rules in this Kingdom.
e. “Priests” – A religious leader and instructor of others.
· Israel was to be the vehicle for which knowledge of God and Salvation came to the World.
f. “Holy” nation – The emphasis here is HOLY.
· Dedicated to God, Pure, Sacred.
g. This is something that was broken before the tablets of stone were presented
h. When examine these words you see:
· The importance of Christians today
· The understanding that we have duties to be done.
· The character which we must demonstrate… by God’s Definition.
i. Last Week it was asked whether or not Israel was the Chosen People of God.

· Consider: Rom. 10:12, Acts 10:34
C. Vs. 7-8 – Israel Declares Obedience
1. “all that the Lord has spoken we will do”

a. Mt. 13:20-21
b. Hear, Believe, Trust and Obey - Israel couldn’t uphold the obedience, because they did not Trust.

D. Vs. 9-15 - Prepare for the Coming of God
1. “The people may hear”
a. The People See a manifestation of God in Cloud and Fire
b. They hear a Trumpet Blast which gets louder and louder. (Not from Man)
c. They hear in the Rumblings of Thunder as a manifestation of God’s Voice.
d. However, they do not understand – Moses is as God to them – Ex. 4:16
2. Acts 9:1-7 – Paul Approached by Christ

a. Paul sees a bright light as a manifestation of Christ.
b. They hear the words shared, but it does not appear they see Christ.
3. Preparation

a. Consecration/Sanctify – Purify them and set them apart for God.
b. Wash their clothing – Approaching God Didn’t Mean Every State is Acceptable.
c. Do not go up on or touch Mountain – Man or Beast!
· If – Choice again – Life or Death – No Exclusion for one who wanted to be “closer” to God.
d. Do not touch a woman – Pagan worship practices often involved Sexual Intercourse.

· Even in the New Testament we see a division between the Spiritual and Physical.

· I Cor. 7:5 – When we prepare for the Spiritual we must remove out minds from the flesh.
E. Vs. 16-17 – The People Are Summoned to the Mountain.
1. Thunder/Lightning/Cloud/Trumpet
2. The stand at the foot of the Mountain trembling.
a. Why wouldn’t God just shower them in flowers and give them warm fuzzies?
F. Vs. 18-25 – God Visits the People
1. God descends upon it in fire – Mountain Quakes
a. Many have tried to say this was just a volcano and describe it away.

b. One has to either accept the Bible in faith, knowing the many verifiable truths, or not.

2. Vs. 21 – God concerned about disobedience, for he will punish.

3. Vs. 22 – Who are the priests?
a. This is prior to the law – Not Levites.

b. Common believe is this speaks of the heads of family, the first born of males.

4. Vs. 24 – Only other person allowed to touch mountain is Aaron.
