A. Vs. 1-10 – Acts 7:17-22 – Moses Born and Taken in by Pharoah’s Family
1. Ex. 6:20 – Father Amram – Mother Jochebed

2. One for which there was high hopes

a. Hope was of all the children, this one would be preserved.

· But in a floatable waterproof basket

· Set among Reeds so he would not float away.
3. Education of Moses Acts 7:22
a. arithmetic, geometry, poetry, music, medicine, and the knowledge of hieroglyphics.

b. Barnes - “It is known that science was carried from Egypt to Phoenicia, and thence to Greece; and not a few of the Grecian philosophers traveled to Egypt in pursuit of knowledge. Herodotus himself frankly concedes that the Greeks derived very much of their knowledge from Egypt.”
4. Position of Moses:

B. Vs. 11-15 – Acts 7:23-29 – Moses Saves His Hebrew Brother
1. v. 12 - Moses the Deliverer – Acts 7:25
a. This was in Moses Heart to be a deliverer.

b. Who made you a ruler and judge over us? 
· Moses rejected as a deliverer as a type of Christ.

· Acts 7:35 – Would definitely be a ruler and a judge by the will of God.
C. Vs. 16-22 – Moses Flees to Midian
1. Here comes Grandpa!
2. Vs. 19 – Moses the Deliverer
3. We believe that Reuel was a priest of the one true God, [~'Elohiym], as indicated by his name, Reuel.  "This name is given as Raguel in Num. 10:29, but the Hebrew spelling is the same in both places.  The word means `friend of God,' and implies monotheism."<28>  As for the name Jethro, as applied to Moses' father-in-law elsewhere in Scripture, (this is disputed), "If Reuel be identified with Jethro, then Reuel was his proper name, and Jethro, which means Excellency, was his official designation. – Coffman
4. Moses enters into the service of Reuel and marries his daughter.
a. Ex. 4:18 – Requests release.
b. Has a son Gershom – “Banishment”
D. Vs. 23-25 – The Covenant
