II. Introduction
A. Review Chp1-7
B. Plague Info 
1. "The first nine fall into three groups of three each.  
a. Numbers one and two, four and five, seven and eight were announced to Pharaoh beforehand. 
b. The first three fell upon both Israel and Egypt; the last six fell upon Egyptians only.  
c. The plagues were progressively more and more severe, 
d. the last three almost destroying the land (Exo. 10:7).  
2. Plague X is in a class by itself, not only because it was the culmination of judgment and the basis of Israel's redemption, but also because it was a direct visitation of God, and not a judgment through secondary causes.”
III. Exodus 8

A. Vs. 1-7 – The Plague of Frogs
1. The second plague is commanded.  Aaron once again is the tool as he was with the Nile to blood and turning the staff to a snake.  Frogs everywhere 

2. The magicians do the same.  Whoopee!  
a. What have the magicians done so far?  
· Made snakes appear, blood from water appear, made frogs appear.
b. Have they made them disappear?
B. Vs. 8-9 – Pharoah Wants to Bargain
1. Pharaoh calls for Moses and Aaron

a. He sees them as spokesmen for God.

b. He asks that they talk to him

c. He says he will let the people go to sacrifice to the Lord.

2. Moses asks Pharaoh when he wants the frogs destroyed.

C. Vs. 10-15 – Frogs Removed.
1. Pharaoh picks the next day for the frogs to be destroyed.

2. Moses asks God that the plague be over.

3. The frogs die.

a. They have them in piles.

b. The land became “foul” – Stinky!!!
4. Pharaoh hardens his heart.

D. Vs. 16-19 – Third Plague is initiated
1. With the first and second plague, there was a warning.  Not so this time. – No “Let my people Go”
2. Magicians cannot create lice / gnats / mosquitos / fleas / maggots / tics.

a. Magicians acknowledge the hand of a god in this.  The word they utilize is not Jehovah.
· Some people are hard to convince.

· Eventually, they come to the truth though.

· Thomas was one of these

· Joh 20:25 -  The other disciples therefore said unto him, We have seen the Lord. But he said unto them, Except I shall see in his hands the print of the nails, and put my hand into his side, I will not believe.
3. Pharaoh hardens his heart.
a. He does not even listen to those in whom he previously trusted.

b. This Type of Occasion Occurs Often Today:

· Starts with Children – They have learned “Question Authority”

· Translated that does not mean, ”learn the logic behind the conclusions”.

· To them it means – Old people are losing their minds. – Ex. Rheaboam.
· Moves to young adult hood – “My way is new and better” – “Times have changed”
· I have had blessing to work with Mike, sometimes I have ideas, but it ain’t his first rodeo.

· Then to the Seniors – What do those young people know?
· “I am still as strong woodpecker lips, I don’t need to visit the doctor!”

c. When a number of people who care about you are telling you something, you need to listen.

· Paul said, Gal 4:16 - “So then am I become your enemy, by telling you the truth?”
E. Vs. 20-24 - Fourth plague of swarming insects occurs.
1. There is once again a warning – Tomorrow this will occur.

a. Again, wide variety of speculation about what these insects were.

2. Land of Goshen where the Israelites were was “set apart”.

a. Though it appears Israel was spared in regard to the Nile, it does not appear so with the send and third plagues.

F. Vs. 25-32 - Pharoah Calls for Moses.
1. First of four compromises suggested by Pharaoh. (Coffman)
a. Ex. 8:25 - “Go sacrifice within the land” – worship as others – don’t belong to Church!
b. Ex. 8:28 – “Shall not go far away.” – Don’t be a fanatic.
c. Ex. 10:11 - “Only the men shall go.” – “Don’t drag others with you”
d. Ex. 10:24 – “Flocks and herds left behind.” – Rich Young Ruler – Don’t give up wealth for it!
2. Why did Moses say sacrificing within the land would not work? (Rioting over offending Egyptians)
3. Pharoah asks for help - Vs. 28 – “Make supplication for me.” 

a. Similar to Simon the Sorcerer in Acts 8:24
b. Moses warns Pharaoh not to lie again.

· Vs. 31 – Who removed the swarms of insects? (God)

c. Pharaoh hardens his heart.
