Introduction

Review of Interaction of Moses with Israelites and Egyptians

Approached the people of Israel with signs confirming the message of deliverance from God.

Rod to snake

Leprous hand

Turn water from Nile to blood
Approached Pharoah and asked for the people to be let go to worship in the wilderness. Ex. 5:1
Performed sign in front of Pharoah

Staff to Snake. Snake swallowed other Snakes.

Plagues delivered unto Pharoah

Plague of Water to blood

Plague of Frogs over the land – Gave Pharoah honor of telling when they would be gone.

Plague of gnats

Plague of insects

Plague of Pestilence killing cattle

Chp. 9 - Plague of Boils

Chp. 9 - Plague of Hail

Chp. 10 - Plague of Locusts

Chp. 10 - Plague of Darkness

Effect on Pharoah?

1. Ex. 5:2 – Who is the Lord… I do not know the Lord…

2. Ex. 8:8 – After 2 plagues – Entreat the Lord – Magicians could perform these feats

3. Ex. 8:18 – Magicians could not perform third feat

4. Ex. 9:11 – With the coming of the sixth plague.  The magicians are heard of no more. They could not stand before Moses

5. Ex. 9:14-16 – It is explained that God only allowed Pharaoh to remain so that God could demonstrate his power and His name be proclaimed.  It is further noted that the plagues to come would strike at the heart of Pharoah

6. Ex. 9:20-21 – All who feared and obeyed God were spared hail harm.  Israelite and Egyptian.

7. With the Seventh plague, hail, Pharoah’s heart is indeed struck and he calls himself and his people wicked sinners.  He further hails God as the righteous one.

8. Through all of these things, Pharaoh still hardens his heart.
Plagues are getting worse!

Vs. 1-7

Fifth plague is called for by God.

A warning is given.  A clear time is given.

Horses, donkeys, camels, hers, flocks die.  

“Cattle in the field” – Thus, there were many not affected.
Israel is spared.  (Vs. 7 - is the first use of Israelites in the Bible.)
Pharaoh Hardens.

Vs. 8-12

Sixth plague – no warning. – No “Let my people Go.”

Boils over all.

Pharaoh’s heart hardens.

Vs. 13-17

The wording in verse 14:

Exo 9:14  For I will at this time send all my plagues upon thine heart, and upon thy servants, and upon thy people; that thou mayest know that there is none like me in all the earth.

The thrust of these appear to be directed toward the heart of pharaoh.

God had kept Pharaoh alive only to demonstrate God’s power and to bring God Glory.

God notes Pharaoh’s arrogance.

Vs. 18-21

Seventh Plague foretold – 

The Egyptians who fear God are now given an out.

First Plague that folks could escape.

Vs. 22-26

Hail, Fire, Thunder… yet Goshen Spared. 

The Hail Destroyed Trees.  (Hail dented Cars in St. Joseph).

Imagine the view from that area.

Vs. 27–35

Evidently Pharaoh’s heart was struck.

Pharaoh admits he had sinned.  Admits Lord Righteous.  Admits wickedness.

"I have sinned; return, my son, David" (1 Sam. 26:21)

Moses tells Pharaoh there is more coming.  That he does not “Fear” God.

When it all stopped, Pharaoh hardened his heart again.

How did Moses and Aaron get in and out of the city?  What about the men who sent for Moses?

Exodus 10

I. Introduction

A. Review

II. Exodus 10 – Plagues VIII & IX
A. Vs. 1-2 – God’s Power to Be Demonstrated.
1. The understanding of this is much like Ex. 9:14-16.
a.  God has allowed their hardening and not destroyed them so his power could be demonstrated.
B. Vs. 3-6 – Moses and Aaron Deliver God’s Message of Locusts to Pharaoh.
1. Vs. 3 – “How long will you refuse to humble yourself before me”

a. This demonstrates that Pharaoh had the ability himself to choose his response.
2. Vs. 3 - The word Hebrews.  Who are they?  Are they Israelites?  Why?  Are they Jews?  
a. 2 Kings 16:6 first time word Jews used in the Bible.
· Jews are descendants of Judah.  
· Not all Israelites were Jews.  
b. Abraham was not an Israelite.  Abraham was not a Jew.  Abram and his descendants are all Hebrews, for Abram was a Hebrew Gen. 14:13 (This is the first use of Hebrew in the Bible.)
3. Vs. 4 - There are historical instances of areas of 1,600 to 1,800 square miles being covered with locusts to a depth of four or five inches. (Coffman)

C. Vs. 7 – The servants of Pharaoh are calling upon him, to come to his senses.
1. Like someone telling you to “Let it Go”, except they were saying “Let the people go”.
D. Vs. 8-10 – Pharoah’s Response
1. Pharaoh seems to be changing his behavior a little, he listens to his servants.

a. He gives permission and asks who is going.

b. Moses tells him everybody and everything.

2. Pharoah refuses to let any but the men go to sacrifice to God.  
a. This is not all of God’s will.  
b. Doing part of God’s will is not acceptable.
E. Vs. 12-20 – The 8th Plague – Locusts
1. Vs. 12-15 – Note this was shortly following the plague of Hail.
a. Insects eating what remained from Hail.

2. Vs. 16-17 – Pharoah hurriedly calls for Moses and Aaron.  
a. Declares his sin, asks for forgiveness, supplication (petition) for removal of plague.
3. Vs. 19 – Not one locust left.
a. As amazing as the arrival, the area was cleaned as miraculously.
F. Vs. 21-29 – Plague 9 without warning.
1. Three Strikes someone mentioned – The third, Sixth, and Ninth plagues came without warning.

2. Plague of Darkness
a. It could be “felt”.

b. Most commentators believe this miracle was a large Sandstorm as was common in this area. 
c. These are known as Khamsin.
d.  In these, the results are as stated.  People find a place and stay put.  The fact is though, we do not know the means of this plague.

3. Vs. 24 - Pharoah calls upon Moses and allows he go and even take the little ones.  
a. However, he refuses the allowance of the cattle to go.

4. Vs. 28-29 - The last straw and last meeting.  The two would never meet again after Moses leaves.
a. Note:  Moses does not leave at this point, but prophecies to Pharoah in Chap. 11:4-10.
G. Egyptian gods affected  by the Plagues (Coffman)
1. PLAGUE I - Hapi being the name of the river (NILE) as a god."
2. PLAGUE II - Hekt, the frog-headed goddess of fertility!
3. PLAGUE III - Osiris, an "agricultural god."
4. PLAGUE IV - challenge and defeat of a whole host of sacred insects, especially the beetle, especially, "the large, black, dung beetle, held sacred in ancient Egypt, as a symbol of resurrection and fertility."
5. PLAGUE V - The murrain of cattle.
a. "Ptah (Apis), represented as a bull, as well as at other animals; gods like the goat, the ram, the cow, etc."
b. "Hathor, represented as a cow, nursing the king with divine nourishment,"
6. PLAGUE 6 - Boils on man and beast.  Shame to the gods mentioned under V, above, but also reflected most unfavorably upon the Nile itself (also personified and deified), the waters of which were believed to assure health.
7. PLAGUE 7 - The hail.  Sky-goddess, "Nut,".
8. PLAGUE 8 -  The locusts.  Also Nut, Besides, the insect kingdom provided several pagan deities in Egypt!
9. PLAGUE 9 - The darkness – Host of all gods.
10.   PLAGUE 10. The death of the firstborn.  Pharaoh himself, a pretending deity, was humbled and ultimately destroyed in this the final visitation.
