I. “Grace is something you need, but do not deserve”

Ex. Bible Teacher, Saying, Snowball hat/ear, home visit, fishing pole.

1. Paul’s Letter to the Ephesians

2. Eph 2:1-9

A. Teaching of Jesus

2. Prodigal Son Luke 15:11-24 – Luke 15:19 – “Worthy” – deserving!

3. Good Samaritan – Man beaten, levite and priest – Samaritan – Luke 10:30-37 – Why?  Compassion.
B. Actions of Jesus

1. Adulterous Woman – John 8:3-11 – Gave pattern – “Sin no more”. – Deserving?  No.
4. Zacchaeus – tax collector/sinner –Lord chooses Z to host Dinner - Luke 19:10 –  “Son of Man has come to seek and save that which was Lost”. – Deserving?  No.
a. Jesus on the Cross

· Isa. 53:5-6 – But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities; the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.  All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and Jehovah hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. 
b. Tit. 2:11 – “For the grace of God hath appeared, bringing salvation to all men.”

c. Rom. 5:8 – “But God commended His own love toward us, in that, while we were still sinners, Christ died for the ungodly.”

d. – Deserving?  No.
II. History of God’s Gift

C. Gen. 1– Love – God creates man/woman – puts as head over all alive and growing.

D. Gen. 6 – Love – God saves man from flood to destroy all disobedience.

E. Rom. 9 - Love - God Chose a people (Israel/Jews) so that he demonstrate his mercy to the world.
F. John 3:16 – “For God so Love the Word that he gave his only Begotten son that whoever believes in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”

5. The Other John 3:16 
· I John 3:16 – “Hereby know we love, because he laid down his life for us: and we ought to lay down our lives for the brethren.” – Our Response to God’s Love!
· We must love in return! – Gal. 6:10 – “So then, as we have opportunity, let us work that which is good toward all men, and especially toward them that are of the household of the faith.”
· Love - The World.  (Remember they don’t have to deserve it- They Need it).
· Love - Brothers and Sisters in Christ (“”).
a. Love is Giving of ourselves– A living sacrifice!

· Giving from the heart.
5. Seeing our work and then going 2nd mile.

6. Giving time, not only money.- Ex. John’s Teaching Now Deceased Man 30 yrs.

Love is Godly
· I John 4:7-12 – “Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is begotten of God, and knoweth God. He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love. Herein was the love of God manifested in us, that God hath sent his only begotten Son into the world that we might live through him. Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another. No man hath beheld God at any time: if we love one another, God abideth in us, and his love is perfected in us:” - Through Love God dwells in us.
· Matt. 22:36-40 – “Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law? And he said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the great and first commandment. And a second like unto it is this, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.  On these two commandments the whole law hangeth, and the prophets.” - Loving God is His Greatest Command!
8. I Jn. 4:21 - And this commandment have we from him, that he who loveth God love his brother also. - Loving others is not an option.
