Zaccheus and Assumptions

2 Cor. 11:13-14 – Satan is like Children’s Grape Flavored Cough Medicine
Mat. 23:27 – 28 – Just like Satan, the Pharisees appeared one way, but were another.
Things are not always as they seem to be.

Lesson in Assumptions/Presumptions - Luke 19:1-10
Verse 1-2  Remove from your mind all of chapter 19 except these 2 verses.
Was Zacheus a bad man?  Was he corrupt?  Was he a sinner?

· Zacheus was simply the head over tax collectors.

Verse 3-4

Did Zacheus know Jesus previously?

Verse 5

How did Jesus know Zacheus?  Did someone in the crowd mention his name?

“He looked up, and saw him, and said…”  Possible?  Hey look there is Zacheus!

Could Jesus read hearts and minds?  Mat. 9:4, 12:25, 22:18, Mark, 2:8, 5:30, Luke 5:22, Luke 6:8, Luke 9:47, etc.

Verse 6 – Worship in Spirit and Truth

Jesus commanded – Zacheus responded and received Joyfully.  Get down, Get busy!  Some Christians want to stay up in the comfort of the tree.
Verse 7-8

Crowd says Zacheus is a sinner.

Note: “According to Judaism at that time tax collectors would not be included in the benefits from Christ’s coming”. – Layman’s Bible Commentary – Donald G. Miller.

· Zacheus justifies his life: “I give”, “ I restore”.   (Greek is present tense)
Men make assumptions about us all the time.  They do so based on:

Where we work

How we look

Who we are seen around

How we behave

The color of our skin

How tall we are

Etc.

1. Presumptions Are Recorded throughout the Bible:

· Paul Indirectly Spoke on Presumption

· I Cor. 2:1-5 – Words Can Fool Us!  Paul - Spirit and Power.  This established Truth.
· I Cor. 2:6-8 – Jews Made Assumptions about Jesus…

· I Cor. 2:9-11 – No man knows the thoughts of another.
